Degree Audit









When should I get a Degree Audit?





You should request a degree audit once you have chosen a degree & major. 


If you are a transfer student, you should request it during your 1st semester at UNT. 





You cannot graduate unless you have requested a degree audit!








What is a Degree Audit?





A degree audit is a degree plan. 


It is an official document of the University. 


It lists all the courses & requirements you need to complete for your degree. 


It also shows how all the courses & requirements you have already completed are being applied toward your degree.








How do I get a Degree Audit?





Obtain copies of your transcripts: 


Print a copy of your unofficial UNT transcript from MyUNT. 


Order copies of any transfer transcripts from the Registrar’s Office; located on the 1st floor of the ESSC (only copies from Registrar’s Office can be used). 





Contact the department for your major & schedule an appointment with your faculty advisor. See other side of this form.  





You must bring a copy of your unofficial UNT transcript & copies of transfer transcripts (from the Registrar’s Office) to the appointment as well as catalog descriptions of all courses completed at other universities/colleges.





During your appointment, you will need to request the degree audit. 





The faculty advisor for your major will complete a degree audit request form.  


If you are declaring a minor or double major, you may do so at the time of your appointment.





The faculty advisor will send the degree audit request form, transcripts, & course descriptions to the College of Engineering Student Advising Office. 


The official audit will be processed by the Advising Office. 


 


A copy of your degree audit will be mailed to your mailing address. Check MyUNT to ensure that your mailing address is correct.











Notes:





It takes between 4-8 weeks to process your official degree audit & have it mailed to you. 





It is your responsibility to update each semester’s progress on your copy of the audit.  





If you feel you need assistance, schedule an appointment with your faculty advisor in your department or with your college advisor in the College of Engineering Student Advising Office.





A copy of your official degree audit will be sent to your faculty advisor.
