Homework 3
In this homework we study the wireless network monitoring tools. To complete this homework, you need a laptop with a wireless adaptor card. In particular we study on how to measure signal strength for WiFi network. We learn how to install, configure and use a network monitoring tool “Netstumber”. Go to http://www.netstumbler.com/downloads/ and download the netstumbler. Gather the following measurements from 2 buildings in the campus (make sure you collect at least from 4 locations):

· Signal strength from all the APs

· Identify any dummy APs

· Identify which APs enabled the WEP (Wired Equivalent Privacy) 

Write a report on the following:

· Brief description of Netstumbler; what it is and how it is useful for monitoring the wireless network

· Show the measurements in a table and discuss

· What happens when you trying to move and make measurements. For example, try to drive around (3miles/sec, 5 miles/sec, and 10miles/sec) the research park and try to make the measurements. Do you see any change in signal strength from the APs ? If so, why ?
